Rabbi Josh’s resources to open up the wondrous world of studying Torah:
Torah Journeys: the Inner Journey to the Promised Land, by Rabbi Shefa Gold. This book is a wonderful, accessible, spiritually deep take on each of the Torah portions by a contemporary rabbi.

The Language of Truth: the Torah Commentary of the Sefat Emet, by Rabbi Arthur Green. This book contains the insightful short Torah commentaries of the Sefat Emet, a mid 19th century Rabbi from Poland. It then contains a contemporary reflection on those commentaries from Rabbi Arthur Green. It is a wonderful introduction into the world of spiritual, insightful, and playful Hasidic Torah commentary. It also includes helpful commentaries on each of the holidays.

Zohar: Annotated and Explained, Daniel Matt. This book is a short introduction to the wondrous Zohar, the great work of medieval Kabbalah that is an imaginative commentary on the Torah. It reads Torah in ways that were and still often are revolutionary. Get the Skylight Illuminations edition.
